 STORYCORPS’ 12-DAY TRIP TO COLORADO SPRINGS

 Initiative will provide platform for military to share stories
COLORADO SPRINGS, Colo. – April 4, 2018 – StoryCorps, a renowned nonprofit organization celebrating the stories of everyday Americans, will be in Colorado Springs recording interviews as part of the Military Voices Initiative from April 30 through May 11 while on its cross-country tour.

The 12-day MobileBooth visit is co-hosted by 91.5 KRCC, Colorado College’s NPR-member station, and the Pikes Peak Library District. The Military Voices Initiative provides a platform for veterans, service members and military families to share their stories. “In doing so we honor their voices, amplify their experiences and let them know that we — as a nation — are listening,” notes StoryCorps.
StoryCorps’ MobileBooth — an Airstream trailer outfitted with a recording studio — will be parked at Pikes Peak Library District – Library 21C, 1175 Chapel Hills Dr. Recording times will be available weekdays from 10 a.m. to 6 p.m., and interested parties can sign up in advance online. Reservations also can be made by calling StoryCorps’ 24-hour toll-free reservation line at 1-800-850-4406.
91.5 KRCC will host a kick-off event from 4-6 p.m., Monday, April 30, at Library 21C, where members of the 91.5 KRCC and StoryCorps staffs will present information about the project, says Jeff Bieri, 91.5 KRCC program manager.
In StoryCorps’ MobileBooth, two people are able to record a conversation with one another about who they are, what they’ve learned in life and how they want to be remembered. A trained StoryCorps facilitator guides them through the interview process. At the end of each 40-minute recording session, participants receive a complimentary CD copy of their interview. With participant permission, a second copy is archived at the American Folklife Center at the Library of Congress for future generations to hear. 

Having collected more than 65,000 interviews from Americans in all 50 states, StoryCorps has gathered one of the largest single collection of human voices ever recorded. 

Founded in 2003 by award-winning documentary producer and MacArthur Fellow Dave Isay, StoryCorps has traveled to every corner of the country to record interviews in the organization’s effort to create a world where people listen closely to each other and recognize the beauty, grace and poetry in the surrounding lives and stories. 
“StoryCorps tells the true American story — that we are a people defined by small acts of courage, kindness and heroism. Each interview reminds people that their lives matter and will not be forgotten,” says Isay. “By strengthening connections between people and building an archive that reflects the rich diversity of American voices, we hope to build StoryCorps into an enduring institution that will touch the lives of every American family.”
